4. SALINAS RAIL KICK START PROJECT UPDATE 

 The Committee received an update on the Salinas Rail Kick Start Project. 

Sam Sargent, Caltrain Director of Strategy and Policy, presented an update on the partnership 
on the project to extend Caltrain service from Gilroy into Monterey County. He noted that 
Caltrain secured $80 million in state funding for a battery electric hybrid train, designed and 
built by Stadler US in Salt Lake City, that is expected to begin service in 2028.  

Mike Zeller, TAMC Director of Programming & Project Delivery, reported on the right-of-way 
phase of work, noting staff has been working with Union Pacific Railroad (UPRR) on 25% 
plans, with a funding deadline early next year. He noted the team has started appraisals on 
parcels that TAMC may need to acquire access to from UPRR.

5. 2025 LEGISLATIVE PROGRAM 

 The Committee reviewed and commented on the draft 2025 Legislative Program. 

Christina Watson, Director of Planning, highlighted the draft legislative program items of 
interest to the Committee; she noted that the program notifies state representatives of the 
Transportation Agency’s position on issues of key importance to the Agency. 

Committee Member Smith requested staff wordsmith priority 15S related to drones to clarify 
both what is included in “carbon neutral advanced air mobility” as well as how it relates to 
TAMC’s area of expertise. 

  

6. PAJARO MULTIMODAL STATION PROJECT UPDATE 

 The Committee received an update on the Pajaro Multimodal Station Project. 

Alissa Guther, Transportation Planner, reported staff held the first project development team 
meeting on October 17 and has scheduled a scoping meeting for November 20 in Pajaro to 
initiate the California Environmental Quality Act and National Environmental Policy Act 
documentation of the project. This documentation will allow TAMC to pursue further state 
and federal funding for the design update and right of way work.  

  

7. COAST CORRIDOR RAIL PROJECT UPDATE 

 The Committee received an update on the planned increase in passenger rail service along 
the coast corridor between San Francisco and Los Angeles. 

Alissa Guther, Transportation Planner, announced the State awarded the Coast Line a 
$63 million Transit and Intercity Rail Capital Program grant, including $25 million to construct 
the King City Station.  

Chair LeBarre noted that this shows the power of the Coast Rail Coordinating Council to 
secure funding to fully fund phase 1 of the $42 million King City Station project. 

Executive Director Muck noted that other funds to leverage the $42 million come in part from 
the Senate Bill 125 funding approved by the Board, noting this shows strong commitment 
from the State for improvements on the coast.  

Committee Member Potter noted that the Rail Summit held in San Diego was a success.

“A Rail Policy Committee composed of TAMC Board members or their alternates from the following 
jurisdictions on the rail lines: Cities of Salinas, Marina, Sand City, Seaside, and Monterey, 
Supervisorial District 1, Supervisorial District 2, Supervisorial District 4, Supervisorial District 5 and 
two representatives from South Monterey County: either (a) the 3rd District County Supervisor and a 
voting TAMC Board member from one of the South Monterey County Cities, or (b) two voting TAMC 
Board members from South Monterey County Cities. In addition, the TAMC Board may appoint one 
at-large member from the TAMC Board, taking into account interest and expertise in rail issues. The 
TAMC Chair may appoint annually ex-officio members as needed. 
 
"The Committee shall select a Chair and Vice Chair from its membership for a two-year term at the 
end of the February meeting of every even year, beginning in 2008. The Chair may rotate between 
the County Supervisors and the Cities, and/or between Salinas Valley and the Monterey Peninsula or 
the existing Chair may be reappointed to a new term. To be eligible to serve as the Chair or Vice 
Chair, the person must be a voting Agency Board Member and have served on the Rail Policy 
Committee for at least one year. The Rail Policy Committee advises the Transportation Agency Board 
on matters related to the establishment of passenger rail service in Monterey County.”

SUMMARY: 
The Transportation Agency Board previously appointed Mayor Dave Potter (RPC Vice Chair) and 
Mayor Mike LeBarre (RPC Chair) to the Coast Rail Coordinating Council. Staff asks the Committee to 
recommend the Board appoint members to the Council for 2025. 
 
FINANCIAL IMPACT: 
The Coast Rail project capital and operation costs are under evaluation. 
 
DISCUSSION: 
The Coast Rail Coordinating Council (CRCC) is a multi-agency advisory and planning organization 
focused on improving the rail corridor between Los Angeles and the San Francisco Bay Area along 
the California Central Coast. Members of the Council include all Regional Transportation Planning 
Agencies along the Central Coast – all of which have a strong interest in improving rail service and 
the rail infrastructure along the Central Coast’s portion of the California Coast Passenger Rail 
Corridor. 
 
The CRCC Policy Committee met on November 8, 2024 in Monterey. The agenda is attached 
online. 
 
The CRCC working group met virtually on December 6, 2024 and discussed the following: 

• Senate Bill 125 fund allocations; 
• Transit & Intercity Capital Program grant award next steps (see attachment); 
• Positive Train Control project; and  
• Federal Corridor Identification and Development program. 
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In January 2024, the TAMC Board approved the appointment of Dave Potter as the TAMC 
representative and Mike LeBarre as the TAMC alternate for a one-year term, and the CRCC Policy 
Committee selected Mr. Potter as the Chair. The Rail Policy Committee is now asked to recommend 
appointments to the CRCC Policy Committee for the period ending January 2026. The appointment 
involves attending up to four meetings of the CRCC Policy Committee and potentially representing 
the group at a legislative day in Sacramento and the California Passenger Rail Summit, should they 
occur in 2025. The draft 2025 meeting schedule is online as a web attachment. The next CRCC 
Policy Committee meeting is planned for February 21 in Santa Barbara.

Subject: Pajaro Multimodal Station Project Update 

 
RECOMMENDED ACTION: 
RECEIVE update on Pajaro Multimodal Station Project. 
 
SUMMARY: 
Activities on the Pajaro Multimodal Station project include the Scoping Workshop on November 20, 
2024 as well as meetings with Union Pacific Railroad Company, stakeholders on the design options 
and Caltrans staff to discuss the Corridor ID funding program. 
 
FINANCIAL IMPACT: 
Pre-construction work will began in 2024 with state-secured funding for environmental review. In April 
2023, the California State Transportation Agency (CalSTA) approved a $2.3 million grant to cover the 
cost of California Environmental Quality Act and National Environmental Policy Act documentation. 
This documentation will allow TAMC to pursue further state and federal funding for the design update 
and right of way work. The total estimated cost of pre-construction work for the Pajaro Multimodal 
Station Project, which includes environmental review, design, and right of way, is $19.5 million. 
 
DISCUSSION: 
The Monterey County Rail Extension Project will extend passenger rail service from Santa Clara 
County south to Salinas. TAMC is pursuing a phased implementation of the Project. Phase 2 is the 
Pajaro/Watsonville Multimodal Transit Hub. The proposed Pajaro/Watsonville station will be the 
connection point for Santa Cruz County to new passenger rail service on the Coast mainline tracks 
between Salinas and the San Francisco Bay Area, as well as a hub for future round-the-bay service. 
 
After a successful application to the Transit and Intercity Rail Capital Program (TIRCP), TAMC 
received $2.24 million to fund environmental review documentation, which is currently underway. The 
activities following the most recent Rail Policy Committee meeting are as follows:

Subject: Salinas Rail Kick Start Project Update 

 
RECOMMENDED ACTION: 
RECEIVE update on the Salinas Rail Kick Start project. 
 
SUMMARY: 
Activities on the Salinas Rail Kick Start project since the last update include operations scenario 
discussions, design coordination efforts with key stakeholders on Packages 2 (Salinas layover facility) 
and 3 (Gilroy track connections), and right-of-way negotiations with Union Pacific Railroad. 
 
FINANCIAL IMPACT: 
The capital cost of the Monterey County Rail Extension project, Phase 1, Salinas Kick Start project 
(the Salinas station and improvements in Santa Clara County), is estimated to total $87 million for all 
phases of work. The Kick Start project is proceeding with secured state funding under the adopted 
state environmental clearance and is currently in the final design phase. 
 
DISCUSSION: 
The Monterey County Rail Extension Project will extend passenger rail service from Santa Clara 
County south to Salinas. TAMC is pursuing a phased implementation of the Project. Phase 1, known 
as the Kick Start Project, includes Salinas train station circulation improvements, a train layover 
facility in Salinas, and track improvements at the Gilroy station and between Salinas and Gilroy. The 
Kick Start Project has wrapped up construction of Package 1, improvements at the Salinas train 
station. The layover facility (Package 2) and Gilroy track improvements (Package 3) are now in final 
design. 
 
Final Design 
HDR Engineering prepared the 100% plans, specifications and estimates for stakeholder review on 
September 1, 2022, and has gathered stakeholder input on those plans. Since the last report to this 
Committee, the design team has continued to coordinate design review with Union Pacific Railroad 
(UPRR) and the City of Salinas. 
 
Operations Scenarios 
Caltrans held a meeting to discuss next steps on the Central Coast Service Deployment (CCSD) 
Playbook to advance technical work to bring rail service to Monterey County. The CCSD will review 
and answer questions regarding operations, costs, funding, governance, and host railroad 
coordination for the new service, starting with the Salinas extension and culminating in service to San 
Luis Obispo, Santa Cruz, and Monterey. One goal of this collaboration is to support TAMC and 
Caltrain in the development of an operations agreement. 
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Property Acquisition 
Four parcels remain that are potentially required for the layover facility and Gilroy track 
improvements, which are owned by Union Pacific. Property rights negotiations have been on hold 
pending Union Pacific's review of the design plans. TAMC staff requested permission to begin 
discussions with the Union Pacific real estate division and are concurrently moving forward with the 
appraisal process to ensure that right-of-way certification for the project occurs before the February 
2025 funding deadline.
