• Assembly Bill (AB) 1773 (Dixon): Vehicles: bicycles on boardwalks
• AB 1778 (Connolly): Vehicles: electric bicycles
• AB 2234 (Boerner): Vehicles: electric bikes
• AB 2290 (Friedman): Class III bikeways: bicycle facilities: Bikeway Quick-Build Project 

Pilot Program
• AB 2744 (McCarty): Vehicles: pedestrian, bicycle, and vehicle safety

recommend the Board of Directors support AB 2259(Boener): Transportation: bicycle safety 
handbook.

SUMMARY: 
Marissa Garcia, a Public Works Engineer for the City of Monterey, will present updates on the 
citywide traffic system, pedestrian, and bike projects. The presentation will cover the current status 
and future plans for the City of Monterey’s adaptive traffic signal system, which is now active on six of 
the city's seven arterial corridors and will eventually encompass 51 of the city's 56 intersections. This 
system adjusts signal timing to help improve the flow of vehicles, highlighting ongoing efforts to 
enhance traffic efficiency and safety throughout Monterey. 
 
FINANCIAL IMPACT: 
None 
 
DISCUSSION: 
The City of Monterey is enhancing its traffic signal control with an advanced adaptive traffic signal 
system aimed at easing traffic flow and reducing congestion. This initiative is especially important for 
bike and pedestrian committee members as it promises to improve safety and navigation throughout 
the city for cyclists and walkers alike. The system, which adjusts traffic lights in real time based on 
current conditions, is already making a difference on six major roads, with plans to expand further. 
This approach not only speeds up vehicle movement but also ensures safer, more predictable 
crossings for pedestrians and cyclists. The ultimate goal is to cover 51 of the city's 56 signalized 
intersections, marking a significant improvement in Monterey's commitment to a more efficient and 
inclusive urban transport network. This project stands as a pivotal step towards enhancing the city's 
infrastructure to support a vibrant, active community where walking and biking are safer and more 
enjoyable.

Subject: FORTAG Laguna Grande Connectivity Project 
 
RECOMMENDED ACTION: 
PROVIDE FEEDBACK on focused engagement strategies for the Laguna Grande segment of the 
Fort Ord Regional Trail and Greenway (FORTAG) project. 
 
SUMMARY: 
Transportation Agency staff are preparing an application for funding through Cycle 7 of the Active 
Transportation Program (ATP) for the Laguna Grande segment of the Fort Ord Regional Trail and 
Greenway (FORTAG). TAMC staff seeks insight from Bike and Pedestrian Committee members on 
developing targeted engagement strategies for disadvantaged communities, aiming to uplift and 
prioritize their voices in the project’s development. 
 
FINANCIAL IMPACT: 
The 2025 Active Transportation Program will provide four years of funding in fiscal years 2025-26, 
2026-27, 2027-28, and 2028-29, totaling an estimated $568.7 million. In 2019, the cost estimate for 
the Laguna Grande segment with the North Fremont Gap Closure project was $5.4 million. Staff is 
updating this cost estimate for the grant application. 
 
DISCUSSION: 
Agency staff will be engaging with Seaside communities within Census Tracts 140 and 157, aiming to 
understand their specific needs, challenges, and preferences for the FORTAG Laguna Grande 
project. This engagement is critical, especially in the context of the Active Transportation Program 
(ATP) grant, which prioritizes projects that directly benefit disadvantaged communities.  
 
The ATP grant program has grown increasingly competitive, and a crucial aspect of an application is 
to demonstrate how the project will significantly impact these communities by amplifying their voices 
and addressing their unique needs. Staff is brainstorming to develop effective outreach strategies that 
can be included in the ATP grant application. One of the essential criteria for the ATP grant is to 
demonstrate that the project area serves a disadvantaged community. Data analysis of income levels 
in the Seaside community has identified that Census Tracts 140 and 157 (see web attachment) have 
median household incomes below the $73,524 threshold, classifying them as disadvantaged 
communities.   
 
Given this context, TAMC is reaching out to the Bicycle and Pedestrian Facilities Advisory Committee 
for suggestions on how to effectively connect with and gather feedback from the residents of these 
areas. The objective is not only to enhance bike and pedestrian infrastructure, but also to ensure that 
the project proposals are inclusive, addressing the unique concerns of these communities and 
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enhancing their quality of life. Such targeted engagement is vital for an ATP grant application's 
success, ensuring it meets the requirements and showcases a strong commitment to supporting 
disadvantaged communities through meaningful, impactful projects. 
 
Agency staff will provide an overview of proposed outreach and engagement strategies at the 
meeting and seek feedback from committee members.
